� Sleep clothing 

� Good walking shoes or hiking boots (please 

break in before summer camp) 

� Sneakers ( for backup and games) 

� 6-7 pair socks - Preferably wool, easier to 

dry and keep feet warm when wet. 

� Swimsuit 

� 6 changes of underwear 

� 2 pair of shorts - nylon works very well 

� Long pants 

� Belt 

� Long sleeve shirt(s) 

� Fleece or sweater - Avoid cotton 

sweatshirts which are useless when wet. 

� Long underwear (Optional - for those who 

get cold easily) 

� Stocking cap or beanie (Optional) 

BEDROOM/BATHROOM: 

� Sleeping Bag 

� Small mattress or ground pad  

� Small pillow (Optional) 

� Cot (Optional) 

� Toilet kit - toothbrush, toothpaste, comb, 

shampoo, soap, washcloth, lip balm 

� Towel(s) 

� Shower thongs (Optional)  

SCOUTING ESSENTIALS: 

� Daypack - big enough to carry rain gear, 

water bottle, class materials 

� Water bottle - 1 quart 

� Sunscreen 

� Pocket Knife and Totin' Chip 

� Personal first aid kit  

� Flashlight and extra batteries 

� Outer jacket 

� Compass 

� Rain gear - Needs to cover the whole body.  

� Hat (broad-brim is best) 

OTHER GEAR/TOOLS/PAPERWORK 

� Mess Kit 

� Electric Lantern for Tent 

� Alarm Clock and/or wristwatch 

� Notebook and pencils/pens 

� Scout Handbook 

� Merit badge books 

� Work done at home for merit badges, 

and/or things needed for Merit Badges 

� Completed/Signed Medical Forms 

� Medications in original container 

� Eyeglasses and/or sunglasses 

OPTIONAL ITEMS 

� Small camera (Optional) 

� Swim goggles (Optional) 

� Spending money, money for class/fees, in 

an envelope marked with Scout's name 

� Book, football, Frisbee, cards, etc. 

� Fishing equipment (pole, bait, and zip lock
